C. Ronald D Woolf Youth Award isawarded to the best PRNT entered by a photographer who is under 25 years of age
on 1 January of the year of the exhibition. Proof of the entrant's age may be required. The Raald D Woolf Youth Award
may be received by a person only once.

D. New Zealand Natural History Awards: Print - William C. Davies Memorial Trophy | Projected Image - Geoff Moon Trophy
The subject MUSTIillu strate aspects of New Zealand Natural History. Natu ralised subjects are allowable provided they
are taken under natural, not domestic conditions. Examples of naturalised subjects include deer, black swan, monarch
butterfly, wild briar (not cultivated) roses. All works must be titled using scientific or common names only.

A catal ogue will be sent to every entrant and an acceptance card for each image accepted.
Guidelines / Helpful Hint s

Open Section: Optically created images, conventional or digital, manipulated or enhanced by eit her darkroom or electronic
processing or artworking,are acceptable for entry into the Open sections. Canposte images must only be original work by the
author. Images generated solely by electronic means (e.g. Fractals, etc.) ARENOT eligible for entry into ANY section of the
P3NZ National Exhibition.

Nature Section: All digital images MUSTmaintain a faithful representation of a natural form, behaviour or phenomena as
captured in the original image. Nature photography depicts animals and uncultivated plantsin their natural habitat, geology
and phenomena not produced by man. The accurate record of the subject and the natural environment are the prime factors.
Evidence of man and his manipulation of the natural environment is undesirable and should be avoided. Images of captive
animals are NOT eligible. Aswell as satisfying these requirements, every effort should be made to achieve the highest level
of artistic skill in all nature photographs. Titles may be scientific names, common names or interpretive/ descriptive.

GENERAL CONDITIONS OF ENTRY

[The submission of an entry to this exhibition signifies the entrant accepts the condition s of entry below.]

1 Sectionsand number of entries:
You may enter up to 4 imagesin each of the following sections Open Projected Images, Open Prints, Nature Projected Images, and Nature Frints.

2. Duplication
An image accepted in any previous NATEX exhibition isineligible for entry into any other NATEX Imagesthat, in the selectors opinion, are too Smilar to images
previoudy accepted will not be consdered. An image shall be entered in only one medium (print or projected image) and in only one section in any year.

3. Processing and printing
Entries may be trade processed, but must have been exposed by the entrant using photographic equipment. Any manipulation of images should be done by the
author, or at the direction of the author.

4. Hectronically generated images
Images generated solely by electronic means, eg. Fractals, are not eligible for entry into any section of the PSNZ National Bxhibition of Photography.

5. Presentation
PRINTS Printsmay be of any size, to a maximum of 510x410mm, provided they are mounted on a base having a minimum sze of 300x200mm and a maximum size
of 510x410mm. The maximum thickness shall be no more than 12mm. These dimensionsare to include over-mount if used. Framed and/ or glass-covered printswill
not be accepted.
S IDES Sidesmay be mounted between glassbut will be acceptable only if thin enough for projection in a standard projector. Sidesshall be presented in 50mmx50mm
mounts. To avoid your didesbeing damaged, it isrecommended that rigid mounts, e.g. GBPE, be used.
PROJECTED IMAGES Images will be displayed within a 4:3 ratio at a screen resolution of 1024 horizontal and 768 vertical pixelsin t he sRGB colour space. Images
MUST be saved as a JPEGwith a maximum of 1024 pixelson the horizontal sde and 768 pixelson the vertical sde. It isnot essential, but it isrecommended that
images be saved in the sSRGB colour space.

6. Identification
PRINTSmay have a title and/ or author's sgnature on the face of the print or mount. On the reverse side, top centre, of each print must appear the photographer@
name and address, title of print (if applicable) and the number corresponding with that on the entry form.
S IDESmust be gpotted in the bottom left-hand corner when viewed in the hand-held postion. The title (if applicable) and the number to correspond with that on
the entry form must be visible on the spotted side. The photographer@ name and address must appear on the reverse side. It isthe experience of NATEX organisers
that adhesve labelstend to peel off dide mounts, jam dide projectorsand damage dides. It isstrongly recommended that afine tip marker pen be used.
PROJECTED IMAGES All projected images MUST be titled. Fle name of a projected image should be identical to the title on the entry form, and should not include
the name of the author. The CDand CD case should clearly denote section(s) entered, number of images per section and name of author. Imageseligible for New
Zealand Natural History awards should have at the beginning of the file name NZNH e.g. ONZNH-Yell ow-Eyed Penguin.jpgQ

7. Nature section titles
NATURE: Entries for the Nature Section can use scientific or common namesor interpretive/ descriptive titles.
NEW ZEALAND NATURAL HISTORY: Entries for the Natural History Awards must be titled usng scientific or common names only.

8. Packaging and return of entries
Al entriesmust be packed securely in re-usable packaging for return delivery. The exhibition organiserswill take all reasonable care of entries, but will not accept
responghility for any LOSSor DAMAGE Entrants should arrange their own insurance. Entrieswill be returned by the cheapes method, unlessreturn freight cog isincluded
with the entry fee. CDswill not be returned and will be destroyed after the exhibition.

9 Awards
Awardswill be allocated in accordance with the by-laws of the Photographic Society of New Zealand. The selectors decison isfinal and no correspondence or
discussion will be entered into.

10. The Touring Print Exhibition
Slected printswill be congdered for inclusion in the Touring Exhibition which will vist a number of venuesfrom August 2008 to August 2009 where the entrant
hasindicated on the entry form that the work isto be considered for inclusion.
